WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have determined it is in the best interest of the
Borough of Harrington Park to enter an agreement with Aisle Design to install a bullet resistant
door as required by the administrator of the courts;

WHEREAS, the CFO has solicited bids/RFQ’s for the services required and as detailed
but have only received one responsible vendor RFQ;

WHEREAS, the Bergen County municipal division of courts had suggested 3 other
potential vendors who were contacted but each advised that they could not comply with the
requirements;

WHEREAS, it appears as if Aisle Design is a single source supplier for the specified door
required by the Borough of Harrington Park;

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has advised that there is sufficient funding to
pay the associated cost of $8800.00 and recommends to the Mayor and Council awarding this
vendor the contract;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the
Borough of Harrington Park that the Mayor, Clerk or such other authorized person shall execute
and deliver the agreement for bullet resistant door installation as referenced herein.
