Ms. Eva Chaleff, Spring Street 

She would like to know if Council is considering hanging the parking on both sides of the street 

or just one.  PAH will speak to the Chief of Police and get his recommendation.  Perhaps there 
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would be consideration for 2 hour parking or restrictions from 8am -4pm.  The decision would 

be best made by a recommendation from the Chief of Police. 

Ms. Chaleff had concerns with traffic that build up when the children are dropped off in the 

morning and picked up in the afternoon. She was surprised that the current 90 spaces do not 

accommodate all those that work in the school.  PAH assured Ms. Chaleff that he would get all 

the answers to her questions and concerns. 

 

Ms. Smythie, Spring Street 

She understands of the current parking situation at the school.  As a former teacher she is 

supportive of the school.  However, her concerns include the fact that with parking allowed on 

both sides of the street, regular deliveries cannot be made since most trucks may have difficulty 

maneuvering down the street.  Other streets in town have restricted parking so they have 

accessibility if emergency vehicles need to get down the street. 

 

PAH explained that the ordinance process has to take place over 2 months in the same year. This 

conversation would continue after the beginning of the year.
