Mavyor’s Remarks:

2016 was a successful year which was a team effort between Mayor and Council, the
Borough Hall staff, support from the Borough professionals, leading the Borough into a
positive direction for 2017. Added to this, is the dedication of all the Borough employees,
supportive residents, volunteers in all areas that give so freely of their time. PAH thanked
Council for all their help and cooperation.

The Borough will be launching a new website in February that will be hand held device
friendly.

For the 5" year in a row the Borough has received the Bronze Award from Sustainable
New Jersey.

Beautification Committee has decorated the town for each season.

The Police department hired two officers. (one was a rehire).

The Borough stayed within its tight 2016 budget with surplus at the end.

New welcome booklet will be ready for new residents-prepared by a committee of
volunteers.

COAH coverage from Builder’s Remedies lawsuits has been extended through the end of
March.

First hearing for completeness for the Allegro application (200 Old Hook Road) will be
held at the January 10, 2017 Planning Board meeting.

Harrington Park has the third lowest crime rate in New Jersey

Highland Field Lighting Project through Open Space has been completed and really
enhances the walkways in that area.



The Borough was able to work with the Swim Club to provide them assistance with
insurance to help them continue to provide services to their members.

Street Crossing Grant in the amount of $44,000.00 by the Swim Club was completed,
making it much safer to cross the road in that area.

The Borough has met all its Stormwater Management obligations.

PSEG Energy Strong roadway work will be continuing through 2017 as roads throughout
the Borough have their gas pipelines refurbished.

Rockland Electric is working throughout the Borough to update its poles and wires.

A natural Resource Inventory was completed by Mr. Hakim, under the guidance of the
Environmental Commission.

Lynn Street Paving (Stage 2) NJDOT grant for $149,000.00 has been completed.

Filing for a grant for ADA accessibly sidewalks between the Borough Hall and Library
has been submitted to Community Development.

The Borough is working with the school for another Safe Streets to School Grant.

The DPW building will be receiving a well needed roof repair.

NJDPT grant will be submitted for paving of Glen Avenue East.

Final closing of DEP remediation for an area by the DPW for an incident that happened
26 years ago.
