The Harrington Park Public School has changed their insurance requirements. Tom is in
the process of updating the Recreation Forms.

d. Grants (Nicole/Lynne)
i. Pondside
Carolyn is helping with the research on the pond requirements for the community.
Meeting minutes from 1978 indicate that the pond depth is expected to be 2 feet
in the winter and 5 feet in the summer; there is an issue that water would flow
into the pond only when there is above normal rainfall; and there will be a 3-year
performance evaluation of the pond. The minutes refer to a builder’s agreement
that Carolyn has not found at this time. There are permits for stream
encroachment that will be investigated by Ann B. The Recreation Commission
discussed that they do not have the expertise to determine what should be done.
Comments and questions were:

Do these standards need to be maintained and monitored each year?

The rules are different now then 30 years ago.

Would the town engineer tell us if there would be an issue with flooding?
It appears that the pond not been functioning as expected for many years.
The water flow from Old Tappan may have changed in the past 30 years to
reduce the water flow. It could also be reduction in rainfall.

Recreation does not have the budget to maintain Pondside.

Recreation recommends that the town engineers would provide the options
after a survey of the pond.

The last time the pond was evaluated was about 15 years ago when the
playground was built.

TO DO: Joon will invite the town engineer to the Recreation Commission meeting
after the pond has been surveyed.
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ii. Highland Field Pavilion
The Recreation Commission would like to meet with the town engineers. There
could be a 50% grant for Open Space similar to the lighting project. There are
qguestions about a permeable surface, run-off, drainage and pipes located in the
area where the pavilion is considered. After a recommendation is provided, the
Recreation Commission can research the type of pavilion.
